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While the iPhone was initially sold on the AT&T network only with a SIM lock in
place, various hackers have found methods to "unlock" the phone from a specific
network. Although AT&T is the only authorized iPhone carrier in the United
States, unlocked iPhones can be used with an unauthorized carrier after
unlocking. More than a quarter of the original iPhones sold in the United States

were not registered with AT&T.
